 





Exercise:  EVALUATION OF THE MANAGEMENT WORKSHOP








		Each participant should imagine that he is the ITU official running the Workshop, and that he is called upon to evaluate it.  As mentioned in the section entitled "Evaluation of Programmes or Courses", it is necessary to select certain criteria which may be different from those applicable to the regular courses dispensed in this Training Centre.  





		The reasons given (which may demand different evaluation criteria) are:  the course may be attended by participants from different countries/organizations with internal evaluation policies which are unknown to the ITU officials; a complete preliminary study has not been carried out with a view to defining the indicators to be used for evaluation; it does not involve examinations or tests that are rated statistically; and the ITU is not in a position to undertake permanent post-course follow- 





		In small groups, participants should discuss the steps which might be taken to evaluate this Workshop.  In a plenary session, the suggestions should be discussed and compared with some of the ideas put forward by the ITU itself.
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
